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tolin district lies in the heart of Pripyat Polesye, the floodplain of the River Pripyat, 334,200 hectares in total area. 

The dense system of rivers, lakes, and artificial ponds is a distinctive geographical feature of the region. Seventeen large and small rivers of the Pripyat basin, Goryn, Styr, Stviga, Lva, and Mostva being the largest ones, run through the district creating a substantial impact on the local life. 

Forest lands constitute over one third of the district area covering more than 128,000 hectares. 
Stolin district hosts the largest landscape reserves of national importance – Olmany Mires Zakaznik and Mid-Pripyat State Landscape Zakaznik. 
Mid-Pripyat State Landscape Zakaznik is Europe’s largest piece of overflow land untouched by human intervention with unique lowland moors, floodplain forests, and meadows justly admired as an example of the natural meadows of Polesye.
